Mark 5:27 – 30
27When she heard about Jesus, 
she came up behind him in the crowd 
and touched his cloak, 28because 
she thought, “If I just touch his clothes, 
I will be healed.” 29Immediately her bleeding stopped and 
she felt in her body that she was freed from her 
suffering. 30At once Jesus realized that power had gone 
out from him. He turned … and asked, “Who touched
my clothes?”

2 Corinthians 3:6
who also made us sufficient as
ministers of the new covenant,

not of the letter but of the Spirit;
for the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life.

2 Corinthians 4:18
18while we do not look at the things which

are seen, but at the things which are not seen. 
For the things which are seen are temporary, 
but the things which are not seen are eternal.
