Dr Wilcox (Dir. National Marriage Project) answers, 
 
“Up to a point, yes. The article finds that conservative Protestants, and 
counties with higher shares of conservative Protestants, are indeed more 
likely to divorce ..” 
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“…. A new article by sociologist Charles Stokes in www.family-studies.org 
suggests that the problem here is mainly with nominal conservative 
Protestants—those who attend rarely or never.…..” 

 Not every Christian (Marriage) is the same!
