"Sensory perception is often the most striking proof of something factual—when we
perceive something, we interpret it and take it as "objective”, “real”. Most obviously, you can
experience this with eyewitness testimaonies: If an eyewitness has “seen it with the naked
eye', judges, jury members and attendees take the reports of these perceptsnot only as

strong evidence, but usually as fact—despite the active and biasing processes
on basis of perception and memory.... (Carbon and Jakesch, 2013)."
