


Outward Expression of an Inward Belief

1. Jesus came… 
I believe Jesus died, was buried, and raised from the dead for me (Romans 10:9; 
1 Corinthians 15:3-4)

2. Jesus has come…
Through faith in Christ, my old life is dead, and buried, and I have been raised to walk 
in “newness of life” (Romans 6: 3-4; Galatians 3:26-27; Colossians 2:12).

3. Jesus will come again …
Jesus will one day come again, and complete His work of salvation in me by giving 
me a glorious resurrection body (1 Corinthians 15:50-54; 
1 Thessalonians 4:16-17; Philippians 3:20-21).

1 Corinthians 15:14-19

And if Christ has not been raised, then all our preaching is useless, 

and your faith is useless. And we apostles would all be lying about 

God—for we have said that God raised Christ from the grave. But 

that can’t be true if there is no resurrection of the dead. And if 

there is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ has not been 

raised. And if Christ has not been raised, then your faith is useless 

and you are still guilty of your sins. In that case, all who have died 

believing in Christ are lost! And if our hope in Christ is only for this 

life, we are more to be pitied than anyone in the world..
