BUT There is such a KEY word – an ADJECTIVE which defines the source, scope, scripture and strengths of the nouns/subjects in this commission.

This WORD brings fuller understanding to the Great commission. You will miss the emphasis of Great Commission if you miss this key word.

And the KEY WORD IS ….PTO

v16 But the eleven disciples proceeded to Galilee, to the
mountain which Jesus had designated. 17 When they saw
Him, they worshiped Him; but some were doubtful.

The one who calls us to go is God Himself. The one who has ALL Authority in heaven and earth.

Why is that important? CLICK
Context of the commission - some were in doubt. 
Normal .. after all tat they had gone thru
=disappointment (they had their idea of a messiah), 
=emotionally drained (high-low experiences). 
=Some wondered if tat was really e Jesus they knew.



Discipleship involves...

V18 ... “ALL authority has been given to Me in heaven
and on earth.

Courage comes from knowing WHOSE authority is
calling you. Courage > Doubt.

Jesus assured them tat He had ALL the authority, in heaven & earth, 
= spiritual & physical. He is indeed the Messiah!
The Messiah of the world, the One who holds ALL authority, issued us this Great Commission 
=  shld give the disciples (then) & disciples (today= us), Courage to do discipleship. 

If the Chairman/CEO of your coy called you personally to do something, you will feel empowered to do it despite the fact that you cld be among the lowest in the chain.

Nations refer to ethnos (NT Greek) where you get ethnicity or
people group, that shares a common and distinctive culture,
religion, language....How many nations in Singapore?

And they don’t care how much you know until they know how much you care.

Therefore there is a need for us to show our care by entering into their culture to know them and their cultural influences and values..

This is true ALSO for our own families members – they need to know we genuinely care.

We need to adapt to their culture to show that that we care. 
Jesus cares for us enough to empty Himself to incarnate into our human culture. 

As follower of Jesus, we need to do likewise if we want to make disciples of all nations. We need to learn their culture. Enter their culture and reveal Jesus to them within their culture. We need to move from our comfort zone to calling zone so as to reveal Jesus.

The new disciples - The term “disciple” was the most popular name for the early believer. 

In another word: Believer is Disciple.

And the emphasis is to teach them to obey the commands of God. And not a mere observer. Or mere believer.

Mark 3:14 And He appointed twelve, so that they would
be with Him and that He could send them out to preach,
15 and to have authority to cast out the demons.

A disciple attached himself to a teacher, identified with him, learned from him, and lived with him. He learned, not simply by listening, but also by doing. Our Lord called twelve disciples, 1st to be w/Him, and taught them so that they might be able to teach n preach (Mark 3:14).

In discipleship, God wants the disciples to obey and apply what HE has commanded us.

Eg Believer fm tis church shd be quite solid. E pastor preached a lot on discipleship.
Eg Tis person shd be a leader since he has completed all e training courses in BBTC.
Eg How can so&so commit such a sin? He has been in church for so many years.

Transformation does nt come by church or class attendance. But by obedience.

He explained to them parables of KOG, 

He delegated them to go out 2 by 2 to preach the KOG.
Then, at Matt 28, Mk 16, He commissioned them to go and teach others to do likewise. 

This is Jesus’ Model.
