SAKE. JAIL, BEATINGS, SHIPWRECK … (DETAILS IN 2 COR 11) 
AND WAS ONCE AGAIN HELD IN PRISON IN ROME.

• PAUL WAS PROBABLY ABOUT 60 YEARS OLD, TIMOTHY 40.
• 2 TIMOTHY WAS THUS A “FAREWELL” LETTER FROM 

PAUL TO TIMOTHY AT EPHESUS – ONE LAST WORD 
FROM SPIRITUAL FATHER TO SPIRITUAL SON.

BY THE TIME PAUL WROTE 2 TIM …

with a “clear conscience” (1:3) and a “sincere faith” (1:5).
The gift of God is the Holy Spirit, which gives us power – 
“white-hot flame of unashamed courage to speak openly 

of Christ and suffer for the Gospel”: JOHN PIPER

Paul’s parting reminder is that Timothy must 
personally receive and fan into flame this gift.

“SUFFERING” IS A REPEATED THEME IN 2 TIMOTHY
1:8 Join with me in suffering for the gospel, by the power of God. 
1:12 That is why I am suffering as I am …
2:3 Share in suffering as a good soldier of Christ Jesus.
2:9I am suffering (for the gospel), bound with chains as a criminal.
2:10 I endure everything for the sake of the elect.
2:24 And the Lord’s servant must … patiently endure evil.
3:1In the last days there will come times of difficulty.
3:10 You have followed my persecutions and sufferings.
3:12 All who desire to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted.
4:5As for you ... endure suffering.



ABOUT “SUFFERING”…
THE KEY TO UNDERSTANDING SUFFERING FOR GOD 
IS NOT TO SEE SUFFERING THE WAY THE WORLD 
DOES WORLDLY SUFFERING “SUFFERING” FOR GOD

WITHOUT HELP HELP OF HOLY SPIRIT
WITHOUT REWARD ETERNAL REWARDS

WITHOUT PURPOSE FOR THE SAKE OF THE GOSPEL
Have the right view of God! He loves you! He does not want you to suffer. 
He is not the cause/source of our suffering (fallen world, foolishness of man)
But Jesus warned us that in this world there will be trouble (John 16:33).
Suffering for God is the price we sometimes pay to follow Him and do His will.
