1. RECEIVE THE LOVE OF GOD



1 John 4:7-18
7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God, 

and whoever loves has been born of God and knows God.
8 Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is 

love.
9 In this the love of God was made manifest among us, 

that God sent His only Son into the world, 
so that we might live through Him.

Jesus is the Son of God, God abides in him, and he in God.



1 John 1:1-3
1 That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have 

seen with our eyes, which we looked upon and have touched with 
our hands, concerning the Word of life —

2 the life was made manifest, and we have seen it, and testify to it and 
proclaim to you the eternal life, which was with the Father and
was made manifest to us – 3 that which we have seen and heard 

we proclaim also to you, so that you too may have fellowship with us; and 
indeed our fellowship is with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ.

Matthew 5:43-46

of your Father who is in heaven. For He makes his sun rise on the 

evil and on the good, and sends rain on the just and on the 
unjust.

Do not even the tax collectors do the same?



Galatians 5:14-15

1 Corinthians 13:4-8
