I.  The “anointing in” refers to the Presence of God 
  in believers since Pentecost

• The Presence of God never leaves the believer  

• The anointing within the believer is permanent

• The Blood of Jesus covers the New Testament 
 believer perfectly
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I.  The “anointing in” refers to the Presence of God  
   in believers since Pentecost

• Because we have the Blood of Jesus that covers 
  us perfectly, the Holy Spirit can dwell in the New 
  Testament believer. 

•  But this was not possible in the Old Testament 
   because the blood covering of animal sacrifices 
  were temporary

I.  The “anointing in” refers to the Presence of God 
  in believers since Pentecost

• The Presence of God is in us and with us, 
  whether we sense Him or not

• The Holy Spirit is in us to instruct us, as well as 
 to guide us to know God and walk with Him

John 14:16-18
16 And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another 
Helper, that He may abide with you forever—17 the Spirit 
of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither 
sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells 
with you and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you orphans; 
I will come to you.

• He abides with us forever

2 Corinthians 13:14 (AMP) The grace (favour and spiritual 
blessing) of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and 
the presence and fellowship (the communion and 
sharing together, and participation) in the Holy Spirit 
be with you all. Amen. (so be it)  



1 John 2:27 But the anointing which you have received 
from Him abides in you, and you do not need that anyone 
teach you; but as the same anointing teaches you 
concerning all things, and is true, and is not a lie, and just 
as it has taught you, you will abide in Him.

for the Father is seeking such to worship Him. 24 God is Spirit, 
and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.

Philippians 3:3 we worship God in the Spirit … we have 
no confidence in the flesh

A.  Ephesians 5:18: the infilling of the Holy Spirit 
   of Power

B.  Acts 1:5: the baptism with the Holy Spirit

C. Luke 24:49: endued (clothed) with power

D. Acts 1:4: the promise of the Father

E.  Acts 1:8: the Holy Spirit on/upon you

F.  Acts 2:4: being filled with the Holy Spirit

The anointing is to be enabled, strengthened, gifted so that 
we may minister God’s grace to others

Acts 10:38 how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth 
with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about 
doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, 
for God was with Him. 

The “anointing on” is the power of God working 
  in and through believers

   This power from the Holy Spirit enables us to:



B.  To minister the grace of God to others The anointing is to be enabled, strengthened, gifted so that 
we may minister God’s grace to others

Luke 4:18 The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, because 
He has anointed Me to preach the gospel to the poor; 
He has sent Me to heal the broken-hearted, 
to proclaim liberty to the captives and 
recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those 
who are oppressed …



There are different anointings for believers, according to 
their specific assignment/ministries

1 Peter 4:10 As each one has received a gift, minister it to 
one another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. 

• Each of us have different assignments from God 
  (2 Corinthians 10:13)

• Diversities of gifts - different ministries and activities  
  (1 Corinthians 12:4-6)

II.  The “anointing on” is the power of God working 
    in and through believers



A.  Leadership anointing: enables you to love your sheep 

    and provide direction (John 10:11)

B.  Administrative anointing: enables you to produce order  
   (1 Corinthians 14:40)

C.  Healing anointing: enables you to release God’s healing  
   power (James 5:14-15)

D.  A psalmist anointing: unlocks worship that brings 

   God’s glory and His presence (Psalm 22:3)

E.  An anointing of wisdom: eliminates uncertainty (James 1:5)

F.  A prophetic anointing: reveals the Will of God (Amos 3:7) 

G.  An evangelist anointing: releases the power of the Gospel 
   to save (Romans 1:16)

H.  A teaching anointing: brings clarity of the Word of God
   (1 Peter 4:11)

I.   A pastoral/shepherd anointing: brings love, comfort and 
  encouragement to your sheep (Ezekiel 34:11-16)

POSTURES required (POS)
o Passion 

o Obedience

o Surrender



1.  The posture of PassionHow can we be empowered by the Holy Spirit?

3 postures required: (POS)
John 7:37-39a
37 On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood 
and cried out, saying, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to 
Me and drink. 38 He who believes in Me, as the Scripture 
has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water.” 
39 But this He spoke concerning the Spirit, whom those 
believing in Him would receive …



2.  The posture of Obedience
✓ Do not grieve Him in disobedience

Ephesians 4:30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, 
by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 

How can we be empowered by the Holy Spirit?

3 postures required: (POS)

1 Thessalonians 5:19 
Do not quench the Holy Spirit (NKJV)

Do not put out the Spirit’s fire (NIV)



1.  The posture of Obedience

✓ Do not grieve Him in disobedience

When do we grieve the Holy Spirit?
(EPHESIANS 4:25-32 - 5:5)

When we

• give ground to the evil one
• steal
• lie
• use corrupt words
• covet
• display selfishness

• have idols in our lives
• give in to sexual sin
• talk foolishly
• withhold forgiveness
• withhold kindness
• withhold love



3.  The posture of SurrenderHow can we be empowered by the Holy Spirit?

3 postures required: (POS)
Ephesians 5:17-18
17 Therefore do not be unwise, but understand what 
the will of the Lord is. 18 … but be filled with the Spirit …

Live our lives in TOTAL DEPENDENCY on the Holy Spirit!



OUTCOMES OF THE ANOINTING

Ephesians 3:19-20: Overflow with love
19 to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; 
that you may be filled with all the fullness of God. 
20 Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly 
abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to 
the power that works in us.

Romans 5:5; 1 John 4:18



Romans 15:13 Overflow with Hope

Now may the God of hope fill you with all joy and 

peace in believing, that you may abound in 

hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.

SUMMARY BOTTOM-LINE
